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SPCA Act
amended

Two new amendments to
the Society for Prevention
of Cruelty to Animals Act
make it easier for NBSPCA
staff to serve  New
Brunswick’s animals.

In June it was formalized
that Animal Protection
Officers can enter a vehicle
should they have reasonable
grounds to believe an
animal inside it is distressed
by either heat or cold. The
amendments to Section 27
of the Act allow the APO to
seize the animal to attend to
its immediate needs. The
officers will continue to take
reasonable efforts to locate
the operator of the vehicle
before entering, and to only
use sufficient force to rescue
the animal.

The changes further
recognize APOs as peace
officers, and make it an
offence to interfere with one
while they are carrying out
their duties. Fines for doing
so range from $140 to
$1070, depending on the
severity of the incident.

Puppy mill campaign launched

A poster and pamphlet
awareness program is being
created to educate the public
on how to recognize and
“. avoid these operations where
3 -;L puppies are churned out
under shocking conditions.
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Mill owners count on buyers falllng for the adorable young dogs and forgetting
to do their homework. The cute puppy faces often hide health problems and a
lack of socialization so vital in the first weeks of a dog’s life to ensure the stable
and happy companion you want.

Breeding dogs are often kept in dirty, cramped cages, with minimal veterinary
care, for the duration of their lives. Females produce several litters a year, and
are killed when their fertility levels decline. The pups are either sold to pet stores
or directly to customers, with health problems often arising shortly after the pup
arrives in their new home. Anxious owners can go on to spend hundreds of
dollars in veterinary fees only to have their hearts broken when they still lose
their new friend.

The New Brunswick SPCA encourages you to carefully research where your
next puppy comes from to avoid these problems. Choosing a puppy from a
reputable breeder and ensuring the young animal has received the right medical
care and the chance to learn how to mix with people and other animals will go a
long way towards a long and satisfying partnership.

This education initiative is made possible thanks in part to a grant from the
McGrand Foundation. The printed material will be distributed around the
province to a variety of public outlets as part of the NBSPCA’s ongoing
education efforts on animal welfare.

NBSPCA is also providing input to government as they develop
regulations around licensing of pet establishments. Animal protection
officers continue to receive training and information that allows them to
better do their work. We also continue to work on a number of fronts in
an effort to ensure sustainable funding to carry out our work.

I spoke earlier of the fact that the public has become more aware and we
are receiving increasing numbers of calls letting us know about neglected
and or abused animals. Inspectors, as requested and as workload allows,
continue to work with groups and communities to increase awareness of
animal abuse and neglect. Our executive director and dedicated
volunteers are promoting awareness using a variety of low cost
mechanisms.

In summary, the New Brunswick Society for the Protection of Animals
(NBSPCA) is alive and well and looking to the future. For that future to
be strong there is no doubt we will need to continue to develop strong
partnerships; partnerships with government, partnerships with NBSPCA
branches, partnerships with volunteers, and partnerships with our
supporters in all parts of the province.

I look forward as your new President of the Board of Directors to being
part of that future and meeting many of you in the months ahead.

In memoriam — A tribute to Sparky,
the beloved pet of Janice Titus

Sparky was the runt, a mixture, when we got her from an old mobile home with too many adults, kids, dogs and
puppies living in it. She didn’t lick your hand, wag her tail or anything. She was just very quiet.

They say you shouldn’t take the runt if they are like this. Well, she was a funny one, all right. She growled at
and nipped the black helper on the same finger three times on one of her earliest vet visits. We think she was
prejudiced. Her vet, Shari Malone, told us to get her more socialized and not to baby her. We did and she
improved a lot.

We noticed you only had to tell her once not to do something and she never did it again and she seemed very
eager and attentive to learn things. Very soon she would pick up or drop things, bring her dish in the morning,
carry a bag of chips to bedtime and all kinds of things. Our neighbour, Mavis Nutter, said it was because she
had the “bump of knowledge” or “intelligent bump.” How true that was.

We took her everywhere we could and never had to tie her up. She would stay right around and we live in the
country, lots of fields and woods. She learned the meaning of the words “danger” and “poison”. We camped
with her and she even went miles on the four-wheeler with us to a friend’s camp overnight. She stood in
between us with her head over her “dad’s” — my husband, Grant’s, shoulder.

Even though she was only a medium size, her bark was very loud and sharp. A good guard. Sparky once found
a single droplet of congealed blood hanging off a twig for us, 10 days after a deer had been shot.

Sadly, Grant died of cancer on Jan. 22, 2006. When | called my mother from the hospital to tell her and she was
looking after Sparky, she said later that Sparky ran around her home outside, howling, after Mum had hung up
the phone. They know. Sparky was all I had left, as we had no children.

She even saved a life — mine — after we lost Grant. She would stay beside me on the bed no matter how many
hours | laid in there, downcast. If | prayed at the table she would jump on my lap and sit there, with her head
down and eyes closed. Her hymn was No, Not One.

She was in her only funeral procession — three cars with me for our dear old friend, Audrey Brown, who only
had a nephew. She loved seeing Sparky on our visits to her. Well, Sparky died on her birthday, June 22, which
was also a Sunday and the 22, like Grant. Carrying her body to her grave here gave me almost unbearable grief.
What’s saving me in this loss - that | caused - is that | know she’s with Jesus and Grant in Heaven. In God’s
word, it says he sees the sparrow fall and that the lion shall lay down with the lamb and there are others. Thank
you, Sparky, for you and everything you meant to me. | miss you and your presence so much, pup-pup, but |
will see you again, | know.
